2. Science requests specialized grapnels for deep water mooring dredging.  Pierre will discuss w/SIO restechs.
3. Two containers will be on board from Craig Lee – need to know what gear will be on deck prior to loadout in order to plan.

4. Pierre requests room for container for sed traps, if no room then can ship on pallets.  Flament to check with the germans whether they intend to send their own container or a rented one to Manilla.   First option may require either loading of their container at the start of Arnold's cruise, or if not possible separate shipment of their container to Kaohsiung to await unloading there.  Best option will be apparent once we have an overview of how much Lee+Gordon gear will be on board in transit, precise accounting of that is needed asap
5. 3 traps total.  2 traps to be recovered from acoustic release during Arnold's cruise, storage in baskets on deck.  One trap to be recovered through dredging in my cruise, storage in baskets on deck.
6. Visa issues: Philippine scientific visa is 6-month visa. It needs an invitation letter from MSI. Cost $90. Pierre Flament already asked Malou McGlone at MSI and she's ready to issue invitation letters to all those in need.  Also should make sure you're properly cleared in and out at each port call, with passport properly stamped.  Ship intends to clear immigration leaving port each time, Craig and CAPT Curl will remind each other to discuss with agent – letter would be helpful.
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
