Additional Notes 

1.  The primary purpose of this cruise is to recover 2 benthic tripods and 2 survey buoys for scientific data collection.  These are the same stations that were deployed from the R.G. Sproul in Sept. 2009.  The recoveries will occur at two stations offshore of the Tijuana River mouth (all within U.S. waters).  Each station has one tripod and one buoy.  Both stations are in 15 m water depth.  The approximate locations of the stations are:

For this recovery, we will need to use the ship’s main winch, a large throated block, and the junk drum to pass 5/8” shackles and D-links.  

2.  We would like to load the Sproul on the afternoon of Monday, Nov. 16, 2009.  This load can be conducted with the Sproul’s crane and will include only a few fish boxes. 

3. We will have 1 SIO ResTechs for the 17 Nov. 2009 shipday to assist with the 6 USGS personnel.  

4.  We may need to conduct a scientific scuba dive operation at one or more of the sites if conditions are necessary and safe.  The SIO and USGS DSOs are aware of this proposal and a Pre-cruise Dive Plan has been submitted with this Prec-Cruise Planning Document.  
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
